• Bananas 
• Brown Sugar 
• Lemon juice 
• Cinnamon 
• Butter 
• Aluminum foil 
 
Cut the bananas crosswise into 1/2 inch wide 
slices and place the slices in the center of an   
18 inch long piece of aluminum foil.  Then    
sprinkle the bananas with 2 tsp of brown sugar, 
1/2 tsp lemon juice and a dash of cinnamon.

Fold the aluminum foil tight around the 
bananas and place over a warm grill and let cook 
for 15 to 30 minutes.  Remove packets and  
carefully open the foil.  Let it cool then serve.

Swirly Stones 
You will need an adult to help you. 

 
• Smooth, flat rocks 
• Aluminum foil 
• Oven mitt 
• Newspaper 
• Old crayons 
• Cookie sheet 
  
After you’ve gathered some smooth, flat 
rocks, clean them off, and bake them for 15 
minutes on a foil-lined cookie sheet in a 225 
degree oven.   Using an oven mitt, remove the 
rocks from the stove and set them on a pad of 
newspaper (note: the rocks will be very hot to 
the touch).  Remove the wrapper from some 
old crayons and draw on the stones- - the heat 
will melt the crayons into vibrant liquid wax.  
Then take the end of the crayon and swirl it 
around.
